Create Your Own Pyramid: 

Levels of Ecological Organization
1. Using the whole piece of construction paper provided draw a large triangle.

2. Arrange your triangle like the one below and label the levels of ecological organization.

3. Place your labels on the left sides so you have room for your pictures.

4. Choose and draw an organism to represent your “Individual” level. Ex. Draw an alligator.

5. Draw a population of your organisms. Ex. Draw a group of alligators.

6. Draw a community that includes your organism. Ex. Draw alligators, frogs, fish, birds, algae, grass, etc.

7. Draw the ecosystem where your organism lives. Ex. Re-draw the community and add abiotic factors in its environment. Ex. Re-draw the community and add water, rocks, soil, sand, etc.

8. Color the location on a map of the biome where your organism lives. Cut it out to fit inside your triangle.
9. Draw a picture of the biosphere where your organism lives. Ex. Draw Earth.

*Label ALL levels with organism/object names.



Use the map to color code your biome, then cut and paste into the biome section in your pyramid.
